· I deserve to play in an environment that is free of drugs, tobacco, and alcohol and expect adults to refrain from their use at all youth sports events.

· I will remember that sports are an opportunity to learn and have fun, and report all problems to my coaches immediately.

· It is your responsibility, not your parents, to keep your uniform and equipment clean and in good repair.  Uniforms must be clean before every game.
